We celebrate the life and legacy of Sara Suppes Ashman, who was the branch’s oldest living member until her passing on June 7th of this year.  Joining in 1950, Sara had been a member for 74 years following in the footsteps of her mother, Marion Dibert Suppes, a founding member of the Johnstown Branch.  Thanks to the efforts of Georgia Yeager, the branch renewed contact with Sara who was living with her daughter Sara Ashman Cifrese, M.D. in Idaho.  Not only did this enable us to remember Sara on her birthdays, but Dr. Cifrese was exceptionally helpful in gathering information and photos to be used in our 50 -year plus video. The following are some excerpts from Dr. Cifrese’s letter to the branch celebrating our 100th anniversary: 
 “My grandmother Marion Dibert Suppes was surely one of your earliest members.  Her father in the late 1800’s allowed each of his three daughters two years of education after high school. …She and her 1903 Harvard graduate husband found education even for women paramount……My mother, Sara Suppes Ashman, is a 1934 cum laude graduate of Bryn Mawr college.  Because of the depression her father would not allow her to study math as that might deprive some man of a job…...I was told by my mother to do and become whatever I wanted…...my hope for organizations like AAUW is to advocate for women as my mother counseled me, to do and be whatever they want.  It has taken three generations, privilege and over 100 years for my family.  Let’s break down the barriers and see the timeline shortened for our sisters everywhere.”  
We are fortunate to have a record of the continued passion for women’s equality in this family of women.

       [image: ]       EDUCATION/SCHOLARSHIP COMMITTEE REPORT

We again were successful in awarding Leora G. Rager scholarships of $2000 each to three very deserving local young ladies and a minority scholarship in cooperation with the Greater Johnstown Minority Scholars Club (GJMSC).  Thank you to Education Committee members Claire Montoya, Eloise Romano and Andrea Santoro, who, along with myself, presented these at the high school awards ceremonies this past spring. We also, for the first time, partnered with member Laura Huchel, who is a Princeton graduate, to award the Princeton Book Award to a junior at Greater Johnstown. The Leora G. Rager awardees have all sent lovely thank you notes which will be available for review at the September membership meeting. 

The online voting to either keep or eliminate the annual rotation of the high schools that receive the Leora G. Rager scholarships was completed on July 1st. Those without email were each contacted by phone by two individuals to verify their votes. A total of 56 members voted with a majority of 38 members voting to keep the current system of rotation. For the 2025 giving year, the scholarships will be awarded to young women from Bishop McCort, Ferndale, and Westmont High Schools. We are hopeful that we can maintain the amount of the scholarships at the $2000 level. As always, this is dependent on the success of the AAUW book sale and other fund raisers. 

The Education Committee will meet in the early fall. They will continue to review our selection and awarding process and will consider whether or not they want to recommend any other changes to the Board, and subsequently to the general membership. Any member who has thoughts or suggestions on this topic may contact me or one of the Education Committee members. We also will decide whether to make the Princeton Book Award a permanent part of our annual awards process. 

Under the auspices of the Education Committee a small ad hoc Holocaust Committee was formed to direct the AAUW participation in the “Hope Springs Eternal; the Holocaust Project”. In cooperation with two libraries and three local, independent book stores in Johnstown, we have organized four book discussions for the fall on books dealing specifically with the roles of women during the Holocaust. We are proud to be participants in this community-wide project as a way to participate that fits within our organizational mission of promoting literacy and educating people about the importance of the roles of woman in history. Members are encouraged to visit the Hope Springs Eternal web site and view the events, and specifically to look at the AAUW book discussions and register for one or more of them. Additional discussions will be scheduled in March and April, along with a demonstration of Jewish cooking in March.

The Finance Committee met via Zoom on July 22, 2024, to review the finances of the fiscal year and to receive the report of the Branch Financial Reviewers.  The financial review of the records of Claire Montoya, Financial Officer, was conducted by Sara Barron and Dr. Nina Girard.  As in previous years, all of the records were found to be in good order, and the reviewers praised the record keeping of the Financial Officer.  

On June 30, 2024, at the close of the fiscal year, there was $10,049.39 in checking and $16,276.39 in savings for a balance on deposit of $26,325.78.  There is a total of 
$43,121.25 in the Community Foundation for the Alleghenies (CFA).  Approximately half of that amount at CFA is in an endowed scholarship fund (for a future AAUW scholarship) and the other half, while invested with CFA, is still available for the Branch’s mission-related activities should the Branch need the money.
